Accommodation:
Please note that Ndole Bay Lodge have 12 chalets – these will be given on a first come first served basis.  Thereafter, anglers will have to utilize the camp site area and bring their own camping equipment, but food will be supplied by the lodge – please note that entry fees remain at US $ 1000 per angler regardless of whether staying in a chalet or in the campsite.

Each Captain to ensure that the Indemnity Form is completed, signed and handed at the Captains meeting. 
All entrants to ensure that they are in possession of a valid angling license, that all boats are registered and you are in possession of a valid Launch Master License.
1. There is no limit to the number of people in your team provided that all entrants are registered, entry fees paid  and indemnity forms completed.
2. There is no line restriction (however, 12lb line is the accepted norm)
3. Weigh-In:
Cash prizes will be awarded for the biggest Tiger, Nkupi and Nile Perch overall only.IF THERE ARE 0 CATCHES OF ANY ONE SPECIES THEN THAT SHARE OF PRIZE MONEY WILL GO TOWARDS THE OTHER SPECIES.
Please throw the tiddlers back -  we need to do our bit for conservation of the lake!
All boats must be in the Ndole Bay harbour area by the stipulated times on each day of the competition – whether you are weighing in or not, all boats to report to the weigh bay to inform them that you are now “off the water”.
ANY TEAM WHO ARE LATE FOR WEIGHIN WILL AUTOMATICALLY RECORD A ZERO WEIGHT.  SHOULD ANY BOAT EXPERIENCE MECHANICAL PROBLEMS, THAT TEAM MAY GIVE THEIR FISH TO ANOTHER TEAM TO WEIGH IN ON THEIR BEHALF.

4.  All participants are asked to “marshal” on the day and keep an eye out for anyone who may be in trouble etc
5. All forms of fishing with rod and reel is permitted

6. Each competitor may only use one rod at a time, however, spare rods may be kept in the boat

7. Chumming is not permitted

8. Your boundaries to stay within the National Park HOWEVER, please stay away from Congo Point. 
9. Teams are only permitted to come alongside one another in the event of a mechanical problem.
Prize Giving will take place at Ndole Bay Lodge – to commence from 16h00 onwards
CAUTION

PLEASE exercise caution on the lake at all times, there are plenty of submerged rocks in several areas which may pose a hazard to boats.  Please also be aware that there are resident hipsnots and flatdogs in the area!
So, tight lines & screaming reels guys, and remember, it’s HONESTY that makes this competition!!
